To encourage native reforestation,
suitable areas will be planted with species
which would have existed historically,
including podocarp, beech and
broadleaved forests. Emergent forest trees
will be included for their cultural (tdonga)
value and for carbon sequestration.

mix, maintaining sightlines and avoiding
overshadowing nearby residential areas.

These areas border streams, rivers, lakes
and ofher water bodies such as natural
ponds and constructed stormwater
wetlands. Planted riparian edges help

to filter nutrients and sediments from
entering the waterways as well as helping
to reduce erosion by stabilising banks
and providing habitat for local fauna.
Plant species need to withstand periodic
inundation.

Wet edge planting areas extend from the
shallow water at the very edge of a pond
into deeper water, and require specific
plant species. Like Riparian edge plants,
these species help to filter out excess
nutrients, reduce habitat for mosquitoes
and midges, and disguise pond margins
when water levels fluctuate.
